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LCC has been successful in receiving a grant of $27,080 to fund a new     
exciting program called H. I. Skillz Inc. (Heidelberg/Ivanhoe) which is a teen-
age community education program planned to begin early in 2009.                  
The funding will cover a new position for 10-15 hours/week along with       
materials & equipment. We are very appreciate and excited about this new 
program at LCC enabling us to offer teenagers in the community new possibilities and opportunities.

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 LCC has also been successful in receiving a Bendigo Bank Community         
Enterprise Grant for $5,656 which has enabled the centre to purchase a new 
  computer for the office, electronic smoke alarms, 40 new playgroup chairs and 

3 new playgroup mats. We gratefully acknowledge all the support which The Bendigo Bank offers in 
many communities across Australia & their continued support of LCC.

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LCC has been successful in securing a Community Development Grant 
of $1,924.00 for our new Spanish/English Holiday Program initiative, 
scheduled to start in late December or early 2009. The grant will help us 
buy new equipment & materials primarily for this program but which can 
also be accessed by our six  playgroups.
