TERMS AND CONDITIONS AGREEMENT. 

 
Participation in the Ivanhoe Makers Market is subject to your acceptance of the following 
terms and conditions. Please read these carefully. 
 
Applications: The Committee of Management reserves the right to decline any application. 

 Preference may be given in order of application and /or nature of product or those 
residing in the City of Banyule.  

 During heavy booking periods such as Christmas preference will be given to regular 
stallholders.  

 The aim of the market is to offer a unique and diverse selection of handmade wares 
which have been made by the stallholder.  

 Selection will be based on individuality, demand, and levels of product saturation. 
 
Successful stallholders: must provide the following in order to confirm their place at the 
Ivanhoe Makers Market. 

 Completed and signed application form, artist’s statement and photos. 
 Signed agreement to abide by these Terms and Conditions (see last page) 
 Full payment of stallholder fees (Cheques payable to Livingstone Community Centre) 
 Evidence of public liability if requested. 
 

Stallholders who have not provided the above documentation will not be able to trade at the 
market. 
 
Food Stall Applications: 
If your application includes consumable products (i.e. food) you need to include: 

 A copy of Food Premises Registration certificate. 
 A copy of Food Safety Supervisors certificate. 

 
Site allocation: The Committee of Management allocates sites for every market and their 
decision is final. Sites are rotated at most markets to create a different market ambience and 
to ensure fairness to all stallholders. 
 
Hours of Operation and Site Access: 

 All stallholders must be open for business from 10.00am– 4.00pm. 
 The stallholder will not be able to access the site earlier than 8.00am 
 All stallholders must be fully set up by 9.30am 
 The stallholder will set up their stall in the site allocated to them. Stallholders are not 

permitted to swap stalls without obtaining prior approval from a Committee of 
Management member. 

 Stallholders are not permitted to dismantle their stall earlier than 4.00pm even if all 
products have been sold. 

 Stallholders must not share their stalls with other people without obtaining prior 
approval from the Committee of Management.. 

 Stallholders are responsible for ensuring that they conform to any Australian 
standards pertaining to their product. 



 It is requested that stallholders contain their interaction and activities to the immediate 
area of their stall. 

 
Site requirement: 

 Trestle tables and chairs are provided. Trestle table measurements are 1.80m x .75m 
approx. Some trestles are slightly bigger or smaller. 

 Stallholders must provide a black or white tablecloth to fully cover their trestle table. 
 Free standing displays may be used if room permits and prior approval form the 

Committee of Management has been granted. 
We reserve the right to request cessation of activities/trading of groups or individuals who 
provide activities or material which are perceived as offensive or defamatory or in direct 
conflict of the Livingstone Community Centre’s mission or principles, or who provide for sale 
goods deemed inappropriate to the public or which substantially differ from those indicated 
on the stall application.   
 
Electrical cords and electrical requirements: 

 Stallholders must be specific in outlining electrical requirements on the application 
form. 

 Stallholders using more electrical appliances than outlined on the application form will 
be required to unplug and cease use of the additional appliances. 

 Stallholders must provide electrical cords and leads. 
 All leads must be tagged and tested by a registered and qualified electrician before 

being able to be used throughout the market. 
 
Public Liability Insurance: 
It is expected that all Food and Skincare Vendors take out a public liability insurance policy in 
the amount of $10 million in respect of any one single event. A certificate of currency of 
insurance must be provided to the Livingstone Community Centre prior to your first market 
and updated on a yearly basis. 
 
Environment and waste: 
Please leave the Livingstone Community Centre and grounds free of waste at the conclusion 
of the market. Please try to reduce waste and use recycled and/or recyclable packaging and 
materials and remove all waste at the end of the day.
